Ved anvendelse av innretningsforskriften § 77 (EMC), viser denne til forskrift om elektrisk utstyr (FEU) med hensyn
på elektromagnetisk kompatibilitet (EMC). Paragrafen ble sist endret januar 2016.
 
FEU ble revidert 11.10.2017 og omhandler ikke lengre EMC. I dag er det Forskrift om elektromagnetisk
kompatibilitet og Forskrift om EØS‐krav til elektromagnetisk kompatibilitet (EMC) for utstyr til elektronisk
kommunikasjon som gjennomfører 2014/30/EU (EMC direktivet).
 
Med bakgrunn i overstående begrunnelse, er det etter mitt syn ikke lengre hensikt å vise til FEU i forbindelse med
EMC. Innretningsforskriften § 77 bør endres til å omfatte forskrift om elektromagnetisk kompatibilitet og forskrift
om EØS‐krav til elektromagnetisk kompatibilitet (EMC) for utstyr til elektronisk kommunikasjon.
